Markers, crayons or 
Black paper. 
Scissors. 

Instructions: 
1. Color and cut your spider puppet

and legs or trace your puppet and
legs on black paper.

2. Fold the legs on zig, zag accordion
fold.

3. Glue or tape the eight legs to the
spider’s body.

4. Add glue or tape on each side of
the hand strap and glue it to the
backside of your puppet so you
can hold your spider puppet.
